| will remember that | represent the Club at all times and will respect the decisions of the technical staff
and executive board.

| will respect players, parents, fans and game officials, and encourage each player and parent to support
and respect the game officials.

| will do my best to run fun, challenging practices, and to ensure that equipment and facilities are safe and
appropriate for the players’ age and abilities.

| will ensure all activities organized are appropriate for the players’ abilities, experience, age level, and
maturity.
